
 
 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Once again this year hurricanes have lashed 
out at the US coast.  Recovery from the devas-
tation wreaked by these powerful storms will 
take years.  The power and energy that such 
storms carry and unleash on anything in their 
path is horrific.  To experience standing at the 
center, at the eye, of such a storm would no 
doubt be terrifying—surrounded by what is 
known as the “eye wall,” one would only see 
the most violent part of the storm, a complete 
ring of thunderstorms containing the strongest 
winds of the hurricane.  
 

The human body simply is not built to with-
stand such forces and would certainly perish if 
left unprotected.  Human flesh is no match for 
hurricane force winds. 
 

The Apostle Paul writes about another kind of 
storm for which human flesh is no match.  Here 
is his description of his flesh meeting up 
against this storm: 
 

I do not understand my own actions. For I do 
not do what I want, but I do the very thing I 
hate. Now if I do what I do not want, I agree 
with the law, that it is good. So now it is no 
longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me. 
For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that 
is, in my flesh. For I have the desire to do what 
is right, but not the ability to carry it out. For I 
do not do the good I want, but the evil I do not 
want is what I keep on doing.  Now if I do what 
I do not want, it is no longer I who do it, but sin 
that dwells within me.  So I find it to be a law 
that when I want to do right, evil lies close at 
hand.  For I delight in the law of God, in my in-
ner being, but I see in my members another 
law waging war against the law of my mind and 
making me captive to the law of sin that dwells 
in my members. Wretched man that I am! Who 
will deliver me from this body of death?  
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And Jesus answered and said unto her, “Martha, Mar-
tha, thou art careful and troubled about many things: 
But one thing is needful: and Mary hath chosen that 
good part, which shall not be taken away from 
her.”  (Luke 10:41-42) 
 

Martha had many things on her mind.  Jesus and His 
disciples were guests in her home and she was taking 
care to make sure the preparations were complete.  
Meanwhile her sister Mary sat at Jesus feet listening to 
His teaching.  
 

In these two women we see a picture of the Church on 
earth.  There will always be earthly work to do within 
the Church.  Just the act of gathering together for the 
Divine Service creates work.  There are preparations to 
be made before the service and cleanup to do after.  
Committees need to meet and maintenance on our 
Church property must be done.  Weeds grow, trees need 
trimming, and buildings need repair. 
 

None of that would be important without “the one thing 
needful”—“Jesus Christ and Him crucified” (1 Cor. 
2:2).  Without the forgiveness of sins attained by Christ 
on the cross none of the work to maintain a church 
would matter.   We cannot earn our salvation no matter 
how hard we work or how beautiful our church build-
ing.  Yet God freely provides for our eternal welfare 
through faith in Jesus. Buildings will eventually crum-
ble and committees will one day find their work com-
plete when Christ returns.  But Jesus and His Word re-
main forever.   
 

Therein lies the significance of our congregation’s mis-
sion statement: “A Christ-centered fellowship sharing 
the one thing needful.”  The website MissionState-
ments.com says this about the importance of mission 
statements: “Any entity that attempts to operate without 
a mission statement runs the risk of wandering through 
the world without having the ability to verify that it is 
on its intended course.”  When our committees meet, 
our volunteers and janitors clean, our teachers teach, 
and our pastors preach there is only one question 
needed to make sure we’re on the course God intends 
for us—“Does this activity serve the purpose of sharing 
the one thing needful?”   

 

As you read this we will have just celebrated the 50-year 
anniversary of the dedication of our current church build-
ing.  That commemoration served as the “kick-off” for 
more activities all leading up to our congregation’s 125th 
anniversary in October, 2011.  The timeline in our fel-
lowship hall depicting our history lists the baptisms and 
confirmations for each of our 125 years.  Those lists tell 
us that we aren’t just wandering aimlessly in this world.  
We are sharing the one thing needful—Jesus Christ. 
 

The One who is the way, the truth, and the life, is the 
Church’s mission-statement-in-the-flesh.  His mission to 
save us sinners is the one thing needful. Joe Eisenbacher 
described this mission in the hymn he wrote for our anni-
versary celebrations: 
 

God the Father, Light creator, 
 in His likeness man was formed. 
But the devil soon did tempt him, 
sinful nature we receive. 
 

Sinners all we do confess it.  
Christ’s salvation comes to us. 
His free gift of love and mercy,  
God’s own Son the sacrifice. 
 

Cover me baptismal water.  
Cleanse me in the crimson flood. 
Rise each day to serve our neighbor, 
Clothed in Christ’s blessed righteousness. 
 

Yesterday, today, forever,  
may we live in grace alone. 
Sharing one thing needful ever, 
in Christ’s fellowship divine. 

 

It is a God-ordained mission, intended by Him since be-
fore the creation of the world.  Our congregation has been 
privileged to be a part of that mission for a mere 125 
years.  By His grace we will continue on in that mission 
until He brings our work to an end with His return. 
 

May the Lord bless our celebrations so that through them 
all the one thing needful would remain our focus.  In the 
name of Jesus; Amen.

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God’s “Yes!” in a “no” world 
(adapted from Lutheran’s for Life Easter 2010 letter by 
Rev. Dr. James I. Lamb) 
 
The World’s “No” 
The world says “no” to those who it judges to no longer 
have meaningful lives.  More and more the world blurs 
the distinction between allowing someone to die and 
causing someone to die.  Crossing that line is very dan-
gerous.  A colloquium of religious ethicists published a 
document entitled, “Always to Care, Never to Kill: A 
Declaration on Euthanasia”  In that document they 
state: 

Once we have transgressed and blurred the line 
between killing and allowing to die, it will be ex-
ceedingly difficult—in logic, law, and practice—
to limit the license to kill…[O]ur nursing homes 
and other institutions will present us with count-
less candidates for elimination who would “be 
better off dead.” 
 

This is not just some baseless prediction by a bunch of 
religious types trying to sensationalize.  It’s happening!  
Read this note received by LFL from one of its support-
ers: 
 

The Lord called our mother home on April 11, 
2007 at the age of 98.  As a result of a fall in 
April of 2001, brain surgery was required.  At the 
age of 92 it took her somewhat longer than many 
people to come back.  The surgeon wanted us to 
withhold food and water.  He said she wouldn’t 
want to live in a nursing home (she had never 
expressed this).  To make a long story short, we 
refused and she gradually recovered.  After seven 
months in a nursing home she lived another six 
years in her own home.  We have experienced the 
distinct difference between “allowing” death to 
happen and “causing” it to happen.  Your work 
is important in our culture. 
 

God’s “Yes!” 
God says “Yes!” to those dealing with the effects of ag-
ing, those with debilitating diseases, and those with se-
vere disabilities.  The resurrected Jesus assures us that 
as long as God gives life, He gives that life meaning 
and purpose.  Our God is way too small if we think He 
cannot be at work accomplishing His purpose in people 

with severe disabilities.  Such lives provide opportunity for 
Christians to “bear one another’s burdens” (Gal. 6:2a) and 
bring the hope of a living Savior. 
 

The World’s “No” 
The World says “no” to valuing the humanity of the tiniest 
human beings.  The destruction of human embryos for em-
bryonic stem cell research continues without any moral res-
ervations and is now funded by the federal government.  
You would never know from all the hype, but embryonic 
stem cells have yet to treat, let alone cure, a single disease 
and have not even been approved for human clinical trials. 
 

God’s “Yes!” 
God says “Yes!” to these little humans.  After all, He was 
one once!  Sometimes we forget that the resurrected Jesus 
was once an embryo!  The path to the cross and the empty 
tomb did not begin in a manger. It began in a fallopian 
tube!  What love He demonstrates by doing so, love for all 
humanity from the very beginning. 
 

Lutherans For Life is helping people hear the “Yes!” of the 
resurrection applied to their lives and their struggles, it 
makes a difference, it changes lives and it saves lives.  The 
more Christ’s people hear the truth of God’s “Yes!” applied 
to the life issues, the greater influence they will have on the 
world’ “no”!

With this in mind, I 
want to share with you these costs for the 2010-2011 aca-
demic year: Tuition = $585 per credit hour; Room & Board 
(single students) = $6129 to $8025/year (summer addi-
tional); Apartment Rent (married, campus housing) $650-
$795/month; Books = Approximately $1800/year; plus 
other costs such as health insurance, transportation & mis-
cellaneous expenses. Each student that has applied for fi-
nancial aid and completed all forms receive a minimum 
grant of at least 28% toward their tuition. Other grants may 
include an average of $3000 in Adopt-A-Student and $1000 
in Priority Endowment Scholarships, plus other scholar-
ships. I hope this information is helpful as you prayerfully 
consider assisting Andrew financially…

Iowa West District Ablaze Grant of an additional $2500 
approved for the outpost.  Pastor Mark Gerken of IDW 
Missions was very helpful in getting this second Ablaze 
grant for the outpost. 
 

Single Mothers’ Support Group hosted by St. Paul mem-
ber Monica Pate (RN) will conduct its first meeting on 
Wednesday 23 Jun 10 at 7pm at the outpost.  Announce-
ment made in St. Paul-Carroll church bulletin.  E-mail sent 
to circuit churches.  Pastors and members are also encour-
aged to invite women they know who are not a member of 
one of the circuit congregations to attend.  There is no other 
support group in town for this group of people. 
 

Hispanic Support within the outpost facility is being im-
proved by setting up a dedicated class room.  Thanks to 
Larry Bayless and Bruce Warnke for helping to expand the 
office space to serve also as a dedicated classroom for ESL 
classes held on Tuesday and Thursday nights.  This will 
provide Hispanic students more quiet and privacy during 
instruction while the activity room is being used by the 
Alanon group. 
 

Good Shepherd mural completed by St. Paul member 
Dawn Greteman after weeks of meticulous effort.  It is a 
beautiful addition to the outpost and is a powerful visual 
reminder to all that attend the various support groups that 
meet in the activity room that Jesus Christ is the True and 
Only “Higher Power.” 
 

LWML Group from Hooper, NE  visited the outpost in 
early May and was briefed on the mission.  The group was 
led by St. Paul member Aimee Janssen who had been a 
member in Hooper.

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LWML Group from Zion-Manning  visited the out-
post on May 13th in preparation for their meeting that 
night.  The group was led by Beverly Grundmeier the 
LWML president at Zion. 
 

Domestic Sexual Assault Outreach Center is moved 
out of its previous location to the Presbyterian Church.  
However, DSAOC doesn’t have a neutral site for coun-
seling sexual assault victims.  I spoke with Sandy 
Altman the main point of contact and offered to let her 
use our office space on an as needed basis during the 
day.  This should not conflict with any of our other ac-
tivities including ESL.   
 

Case of 24 New NIV Bibles was bought by St. Paul 
Adult Bible Class to give away as needed.  We also re-
ceived a donation of another dozen NIV Bibles from 
DSAOC to give away also. Thanks to the Adult Class. 
 

Air Conditioning and bathroom sink needed repairs.  
We notified the landlord, and he had a contractor come 
out and fix the air conditioner so it would blow cold air 
and not leak on the floor.  Jerry Frehse fixed the sink 
which needed unstopping.  There was no cost to the 
outpost.  Thanks to Jerry Frehse for his prompt and effi-
cient work. 
 

Volunteer fatigue is beginning to become an issue.  
Many of the same 20 people have been regularly volun-
teering time at the outpost and/or working on some of 
our mercy projects.  As a result, we need to enlist more 
volunteers from the other circuit churches.  Zion-
Manning has already expressed the intention to provide 
some Manning support.  We will be sending out re-
quests for more volunteers.  We have several teachers 
from St. Paul who are off for the summer that have indi-
cated they would also volunteer some. 
 

A piano for outpost prayer services is being donated 
by Pastor Vogel.  We still need to gather a crew and get 
a truck to move the piano from Pastor Vogel’s home in 
Manning to the outpost.  Carlys Stribe from Zion-
Manning who volunteers at the outpost has offered to 
play the piano for outpost services when we start them 
up later this summer. 
 
Mission in Mercy Outpost in Ghana soon to become 
a reality when Pastor Salifu returns home this summer 
from Concordia Seminary in St. Louis.  He visited St. 
Paul and the outpost in its nascent stage last December.  
He was impressed with what we were planning to do.  
Recently, he informed us that he will be establishing a 
Mission in Mercy Outpost in the market place in his 
hometown in Ghana in order to reach out to more peo-

ple with acts of mercy and the Word.  One of volunteers, 
Mark Nelson suggested we could support this sister mission 
in Ghana.  This is certainly something to pursue.

It is in-
cluded in this Newsletter.               
 

The Mission in Mercy effort has continued to be blessed 
by our Lord Jesus Christ with volunteers, resources, and 
opportunities to serve our neighbor and share the Gospel.

Sharing Christ in Carroll 
   Listen as Pastor David Anthony, 
St. Paul, Carroll, shares what God is 
doing through God’s people in Carroll, 
made possible in part by your 
mission dollars providing a start-up 
grant for the Mission in Mercy Outpost 
in downtown Carroll: 
“I just want to know if God can 
forgive me!” … “Not only can He 
forgive you, He has already done it. 
He has forgiven all your sins in 
Jesus. Christ died for you—you 
don’t have to doubt it anymore.” 
This man’s cry for mercy and his 
receiving absolution started with a 
conversation over a cup of coffee in 
the Mission in Mercy Outpost in 
downtown Carroll, Iowa. This 
exchange might not ever have hap-
pened if not for God leading the 
pastors and people in Carroll to 
take bold steps of faith and attempt 
something they had never done 
before! 
   After walking the mission field of 
Carroll and visiting with many of 
the community leaders, it soon 
became apparent that there was a 
growing number of economically 
and socially disadvantaged residents 
who were “slipping through the 
cracks” and in need. Sensing God 
calling them to “Go!,” St. Paul, 
Carroll members began to pray, 
plan, and invite their sister LCMS 
congregations in the Carroll Circuit 
to join them in this venture with the 
aim of meeting people, building 
relationships with them, helping 
them, and sharing the Gospel with 
them. The motto of the outpost is 
“Sharing the One Thing Needful— 
Jesus Christ.” The outpost is manned  

by a full-time pastor and 
numerous lay volunteers to reach 
out to the economically and so-
cially disadvantaged residents of 
our community as well as the 
emerging Hispanic population with 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ through 
concrete acts of mercy. 
   As such, we host several Alco-
holics Anonymous (AA) classes 
with Bible studies, English-as-a-
second-Language (ESL) classes, 
single mothers support group and 
networking with social service or-
ganizations to make our presence 
known and foster good relations. A 
very close working relationship has 
been developed with the Domestic/ 
Sexual Abuse Outreach Center, 
helping them take care of battered 
wives and rape victims. We have 
provided comfort, aid, and God’s 
Word of grace to several women 
who have suffered terrible abuse 
and crimes. 

   We continue to have ongoing re-
lationships with many of the people 
we meet and help. This, of course, 
gives us great opportunities to 
teach them about Jesus, the Sav-
ior of the World. In the first quarter 
of this year, we have been privi-
leged to share Christ’s mercy and 
Good News with more than 100 
people! 

All of this is made possible 
not only by the grace and 
mercy of our God, but by the 
generous support of His peo-
ple! The annual operating 
budget for the outpost, which 
includes mostly rent and utili-
ties, is about $10,000. In ad-
dition to the Ablaze! grant 
from Iowa District West, we 
have received financial 
support from the Carroll Cir-
cuit congregations and indi-
vidual members. Peace, 
Glidden, has been especially 
generous in its support. St. 
Paul, Carroll, which has two 
pastors, has committed me 
to full-time outpost duty dur-
ing the weekdays. Countless 
lay volunteers have not only 
donated materials and labor, 
but volunteer in a variety of 
ways. It takes approximately 
20 volunteers just to staff the 
outpost each month during 
its hours of operation 
(Monday-Friday, 9 a.m.-5:30 
p.m.). In addition, there are 
scheduled evening classes 
and activities just about 
every night of the week, as 
well as on weekends. God’s 
mercy knows no bounds and 
we are discovering anew the 
multitude of opportunities to 
share it! 
   If you are ever in Carroll, 
stop in and visit with us at 
225 Fourth St. in the Thomas 
Plaza downtown. We’ll 
have a cup of coffee and a 
homemade treat ready for 
you!  
  How about taking a walk in 
your mission field? God will 
open your eyes and heart to 
the opportunities and adven-
ture of sharing His mercy 
and grace!
