(adapted from Lutherans for Life Easter 2010 letter
by Rev. Dr. James I. Lamb)

The World's “No”

The world says “no” to a woman grieving over her
sin and her baby after an abortion. In a world where
abortion is promoted as “good” and where women
are told, “It's your only choice, but don’t worry, it
won't hurt much and it will all be over soon,” women
are not allowed to grieve. They are not supposed to
feel bad. But they do.

Some of our LFL chapters and states use the
“display of Crosses” to visually demonstrate the vast
number of abortions performed each hour or day in
this country. Crosses from such displays have been
found with writing on them, the names of children
and “Please forgive me” or “I love you.” Women
seek a place to grieve on some lawn in the middle of
the night because the world says “No” to their pain.

God’s “Yes!”

But God says, “Yes!” The resurrected Jesus brings
the “yes” of forgiveness that’s objective and free.
The resurrected Jesus brings the “yes” of a hope
that’s living and not dependent upon feelings or cir-
cumstances. God's “yes” brings the healing of for-
giveness to those who grieve over an abortion deci-
sion.

The World’s “No”

The world says “no” to truly helping the pregnant
teen deal with her fears and hopelessness. It only
offers one choice to help—the death of her baby
through abortion. The reactions to the Super Bowl
ad about Tim Tebow and his mother verify this.
Those who opposed this ad were saying in effect,
“We're pro-choice and there is only one choice.”
One young lady wrote to Lutherans for Life and said,
“I told the people at the clinic my fears, but they
never offered any alternatives.” The world says “no”
to providing the kind of help that will be best for both
the mother and her baby.

God’s “Yes!”

But God says “Yes!” Through the members of His
body, the Church, the resurrected Jesus reaches
out in compassion to the fearful. He says “Yes!”
by providing physical, emotional, and spiritual help
that affirms life and the value of both mother and
baby.

Lutherans for Life members across the country
also put their words into action. They start preg-
nancy centers, volunteer at them, direct them.

LFL materials are used in many of these centers to
help bring the presence of a living Savior into the
lives of people He loves and cares for.

Lutherans For Life is helping people hear the
“Yes!” of the resurrection applied to their lives and
their struggles, it makes a difference, it changes
lives and it saves lives. The more Christ's people
hear the truth of God’s “Yes!” applied to the life is-
sues, the greater influence they will have on the
world’ “no”!

What a wonderful blessing these young
men have been to our congregation and we thank
you for the good Christian foundation you have
given them.

We are busy preparing for the summer activities
here. We will have 14 different teachers from 4 dif-
ferent area congregations helping with the English
classes this summer. We will also have two interna-
tionals who have been English teachers in their
home countries assisting us. From the contacts we
have made in English classes, we have had 34 at-
tending the Bible studies this Spring semester and
57 attended Worship services with an average of
26. We have a Chinese adult who has taken bap-
tism instruction and are praying he will be baptized
when his son is born in August. We also have been
working with Patricio for 5 years and he expressed
an interest in being confirmed upon his return from
Chile in August. Please pray for Patricio as his
mother has cancer. We have put him in contact with
the new Lutheran mission in Santiago, Chile, while
he visits his parents this summer.

XiaoQian is a young mother who is helping us in the
nursery with child care for the mothers who come to
English classes. This winter she asked if | could
have a home Bible study with her. We met and she
asked if she could invite some friends. The next
week she had invited her Sudanese neighbor and a
Chinese friend. Last week we had to change the
meeting place to the church as she had invited 4

other friends she has met through the nursery and
English classes and her small apartment was not
big enough. It is so awesome to see her excite-
ment in hearing the Bible stories and her eager-
ness to share them with her friends. Please pray
that she will continue to grow and pray that we
may continue to feed her with the Wonderful News
of Salvation in Jesus Christ.

Your prayers and financial support are so impor-
tant for us being able to reach out to the interna-
tionals with friendship and God's Word of salva-
tion.
