I
preached Christ crucified. | absolved
them of their sins when they confessed,
baptized them, and gave them the Sac-
rament of the Altar. | gave them every-
thing. But | felt as though | were the
person described in James 2:16 who
says after the Lord's Supper, “Go in
peace, be warmed and filled.” 1 felt
powerless to help the unchurched and

MISSION IN MERCY PROPOSAL

Concept To establish a permanent physical presence
(outpost) in downtown Carroll in an effort to reamibt

to people in various needs with the Gospel and the
mercy of Christ. By having an in-place active prese
downtown, we will be able to mesh with business -own
ers, workers, shoppers, and lower income residents
daily basis. This would help us to identify andatine
needs of people with whom we develop relationships.

As such a downtown outpost would be a base of mercy Some LWML grants go up to $100,000. Our funding

and evangelism operations for St. Paul. It is ddpat
by such an effort St. Paul would be recognized as a
mercy presence in the heart of Carroll.

Why a downtown presence?It provides immediate
and regular connection to all kinds of people & th
heart of our city. Thus located we would be bebies-
tured to serve people at the Court View apartments,
county jail, hospital, and visitors to downtown bus
nesses. This is a matter of reaching people whese
are. Un-churched people may initially feel more eom
fortable meeting us downtown than at the church.

How would the outpost be used?1) The pastor serv-
ing out of the Mission in Mercy station would work
much like a “cop on the beat” getting to know peopl
and building daily relationships with them. 2) Ting-
post would be a place where people can come itheff
street for conversation, coffee and refreshmeB}dt
would provide a convenient place to meet Hispanics
and teach ESL and Spanish Bible Studies. 4) Itdvou
also serve as a place to dispense mercy servichs su
as: LFS mental health counseling, Nurses providing
blood pressure checks, Bible Studies for the conmyiun
and inquirers into the Christian Faith. 5) The [fuilis
ties are endless and open for discussion.

What resources are required?

- Afulltime pastor

- Rented office space

- Tables, folding chairs, white board, bookshsl
- Cell phone

- Tract, pamphlets, books

What is the cost? The pastor is already being paid so
the primary operating cost would be rent for thacgp
and utilities. A visit downtown to three possitdea-
tions ranged in cost from $360 for a one-room eftic
$450 for a three-room office per month. Utilitexe

estimated by the landlord to be around $30-$50 per

month. Overall cost would be around $500 per month.

There may also be some expenses for advertisitigin
paper, on the radio, and with flyers.

What about funding? Funds for this mission are
available from IDW Ablaze and national LWML. We
are currently in the process of filling out apptioas
for funding. Ablaze could fund up to $5000 perryea

application will ask for rent support and some pest
salary offset. Also, we will be asking the othicuit
churches if they want to help both with manpowed an
money.

What will be the impact on the congregation?

Mainly in the fact that one of the pastors will dev-

ing fulltime during the week downtown dedicated to
evangelism and mercy outreach. This leaves orterpa
to handle the day to day administrative and paltora
care issues of the congregation. The downtowropast
would continue to preach every other week and teaclp
Bible Class on Sundays. He also would continue to
make shut-in visits to nursing homes and prisons as
well as making hospital visits. In addition to fiod-
time pastor it would be good for volunteers to Halp
numerous ways to be determined later with this mis-
sion.

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On June 11, 2009, the World Health Organization s
naled that a global pandemic of Novel Influenza A
(HIN1) virus was underway.

H1N1 virus is a combination of swine and human fly
viruses. The virus is transmitted from persondcspn.
None of the current cases had exposure to swine.

"Homosexuality is an acceptable life style."
"Marriage can be other than between a man and
woman." "Abortion can be a morally responsible
choice." "Assisted suicide and euthanasia are
compassionate ways to deal with pain and suffer-
ing." "Destroying little boys and girls at the embry-
onic stage is the best way to cure chronic dis-
ease."

The above quotes do not just reflect the voice of a
decadent society; they can also be heard from
various corners of Christendom.

Martin Luther greatly influenced society, but that
influence began with reformation in the Church.
He restored the basic truths about grace and faith
and Scripture.

A great need exists in Christianity today to restore
the basic biblical truths about sexuality, marriage,
the value of life, and a compassion for others that
flows from Christ and His cross.

One of the reasons such issues have been swept
aside in the current election rhetoric is that so many
of Christ’s people look and sound and behave just
like the people of this world.

The flow of influence has
reversed.

No longer does the Church influence society, rather
society influences the Church and it is no longer a
simple matter to discern one from another.

In October, we rejoiced on Reforma-
tion Day for the influence Luther had upon the
Church and society.

Right now, let’s pray that the fundamental truths he
restored will continue to reform the Church. Pray
that the Church will once again influence society
through people transformed by the Gospel. Pray for
and support Lutherans For Life as we strive to do
our part to help and equip congregations to make a
difference in people’s lives and reverse the flow of
influence.
