
 
 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Once again this year hurricanes have lashed 
out at the US coast.  Recovery from the devas-
tation wreaked by these powerful storms will 
take years.  The power and energy that such 
storms carry and unleash on anything in their 
path is horrific.  To experience standing at the 
center, at the eye, of such a storm would no 
doubt be terrifying—surrounded by what is 
known as the “eye wall,” one would only see 
the most violent part of the storm, a complete 
ring of thunderstorms containing the strongest 
winds of the hurricane.  
 

The human body simply is not built to with-
stand such forces and would certainly perish if 
left unprotected.  Human flesh is no match for 
hurricane force winds. 
 

The Apostle Paul writes about another kind of 
storm for which human flesh is no match.  Here 
is his description of his flesh meeting up 
against this storm: 
 

I do not understand my own actions. For I do 
not do what I want, but I do the very thing I 
hate. Now if I do what I do not want, I agree 
with the law, that it is good. So now it is no 
longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me. 
For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that 
is, in my flesh. For I have the desire to do what 
is right, but not the ability to carry it out. For I 
do not do the good I want, but the evil I do not 
want is what I keep on doing.  Now if I do what 
I do not want, it is no longer I who do it, but sin 
that dwells within me.  So I find it to be a law 
that when I want to do right, evil lies close at 
hand.  For I delight in the law of God, in my in-
ner being, but I see in my members another 
law waging war against the law of my mind and 
making me captive to the law of sin that dwells 
in my members. Wretched man that I am! Who 
will deliver me from this body of death?  
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Families and Relationships 
 

Broken relationships here on earth are a symptom of the 
broken relationship between all mankind and our heav-
enly Father that began with the fall of Adam and Eve.  
In His mercy our heavenly Father would not leave us 
without a way to a restored relationship with Him.  To 
secure that relationship for us He severed His relation-
ship with His only begotten Son on the cross (Matt. 
27:46).  His Son, having paid the debt for the sins of the 
world, rose from the tomb and ascended again to the 
right hand of His Father—Father and Son together 
again testifying to and delivering to all who would be-
lieve the free gift of a renewed relationship with the 
heavenly Father. 
 
Earthly relationships and especially family relationships 
are tools used by our heavenly Father to bring us into 
and keep us in a relationship with Him.  A young pastor 
named Timothy was once reminded of the importance 
of his family relationships by the Apostle Paul:  
 
I am reminded of your sincere faith, a faith that dwelt 
first in your grandmother Lois and your mother Eunice 
and now, I am sure, dwells in you as well. … By the 
Holy Spirit who dwells within us, guard the good de-
posit entrusted to you. (2 Tim. 1:5-14) 
 
Many of us too can give credit to our family members 
for passing on to us the gift of faith.  They did so by 
giving witness to their own faith and by bringing us to 
the waters of Holy Baptism by which we were brought 
into a restored relationship with our heavenly Father 
and into the Church. 
 
Guarding that “deposit” entrusted to us happens through 
relationships.  It happens when families worship to-
gether as parents train up their children in the way they 
should go (Prov. 22:6) and the faith is passed on from 
generation to generation.  It also happens within, and is 
dependent upon, our Church family.  Gathering together 
with our brothers and sisters in Christ we build one an-
other up while we are all being built up together 

through the mercy of our heavenly Father, by the for-
giveness of our sins. 
 
Guarding the deposit entrusted to you and building up 
and restoring relationships here on earth is what the Di-
vine Service is all about.  There you will receive for-
giveness of your sins so you can in turn forgive and re-
new relationships with others.  There you will guard 
your faith as your heavenly Father strengthens and 
keeps you in the one true faith.  And there you will 
build up your family as you pass the faith on from gen-
eration to generation. 
 
There is no place else on earth where such great things 
are accomplished.  No family reunion, family vacation 
or family sports interest can restore and build family 
relationships if they are not first grounded in a restored 
relationship with our heavenly Father.  No counselor, 
talk-show advisor, or team building expert has the 
words necessary without the Word that became flesh to 
right the wrongs of broken relationships. 
 
The sacrifice made by God the Son on the cross was 
necessary to restore all of mankind to a right relation-
ship with our heavenly Father.  It is also necessary for 
the restoration and building of our earthly relationships 
because they too depend on forgiveness, and forgive-
ness is found at the foot of the cross. 
 
May you and your family, and all of those with whom 
you have relationships here on earth be built up together 
as your relationship with your heavenly Father is re-
newed and preserved through Jesus Christ, His Son, our 
Lord.  Amen.

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The Abundant Life of Weakness

Paul did not want to be weak. Certainly he could serve 
the Lord better without his "thorn," so he asked three 
times that the Lord remove it (2 Corinthians 12:8). We 
know Jesus’ answer, "My grace is sufficient for 
you" (12:9a). But we sometimes leave out the as-
tounding second half, "for my power is made perfect 
in weakness" (12:9b). Paul got the message and says, 
"Okay, bring on the weaknesses!" "Therefore I will 
boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me" (12:9c). 

By now most people have heard of Susan Boyle, the 
simple Scottish woman who shocked the judges, audi-
ence, and the world when she sang on Britain’s Got 
Talent. Her performance of I Dreamed a Dream was 
spectacular, but the real shocking part came from how 
unexpected her powerfully beautiful voice was.  

It was unexpected because Ms. Boyle appeared so 
"weak." She was certainly not beautiful by worldly 
standards. She had trouble speaking to the judges. She 
even acted a bit silly. Snickers rippled through the 
crowd when she said she wanted to be a professional 
singer. No one expected such power from such weak-
ness. 

The Susan Boyle incident reflects human nature. We 
think of weakness as the opposite of strength, not as a 
vehicle through which strength can manifest itself. We 
think of the abundant life as a life filled with good 
things, not a life through which God reveals His good-
ness. We think of suffering as a curse, not as a means 
through which the power of God is made perfect and 
blesses. 

We live in a country that treats humanity based on 
such thinking. We seek to "design" perfect children. 
We abort our "imperfect" children. We kill human em-
bryos in a misguided effort to cure human diseases. 

We turn killing into caring and offer assisted 
suicide instead of insisting on showing com-
passion.  

We are people who live under the cross and in 
the radiance of the empty tomb. We know 
about the blessings of suffering and the new-
ness of life. We can define an abundant life in 
a whole new way. We can pray with Paul for 
Christ to remove our weaknesses but also boast 
in them when Christ works through them. Our 
world needs such a people who are bold in our 
proclamation, loving in our manner, persistent 
against persecution, and committed to sharing 
the true meaning of an abundant life.

New Business: 
Finances—  Brian Widdel announced that the current 
$16,000+ budget deficit may double or more by the 
end of the year. To borrow funds at the bank would 
cost 6.5% interest; to borrow from special funds from 
within the church would cost 2.8% interest, which is the 
same interest that those funds are currently earning. 
He also explained that St. Paul Lutheran has 19 ac-
counts open at Carroll County State Bank, ranging 
from very few dollars in some to sizable amounts in 
others. Some appear to be obsolete and can be closed 
or combined with active accounts, and this is being 
considered. He also said that we currently are operat-

ing on a no-frills budget which will be reviewed and 
presented for 2010 at the October voters' meeting. A 
lengthy discussion followed.  

�� Mike Janssen made a motion to borrow as needed 
from our own special funds at a reasonable interest rate 
to ourselves in the short term, and (amending his own 
motion) to investigate developing a line of credit through 
the bank or the church extension fund. Motion sec-
onded by Sharon von Qualen; carried. 
�� Pastor Anthony moved to establish a $30,000 debt 
relief fund; Marvin Toft seconded; carried. Brian Widdel 
acknowledged that we have done this before, and 
Sharon von Qualen added that we need an individual in 
charge of it.  
�� Items from discussion: 

We need to learn if the bank requires the line of 
credit to be secured.  
Suggestion was made that if 50 giving units would 
increase our gifts by $50 per month for the next 6 
months, $15,000 of the debt would vanish. If 100 
giving units would do this, we wouldn't have this 
problem at all.   
Need to find ways to increase attendance such as 
more familiar hymns, video screens  
A rummage sale could garner proceeds and help 
buyers and sellers at the same time.   
 

Membership —Mike Janssen moved to act on the 
elders' recommendation to remove from membership 
the 7 delinquent individuals/families listed in the elders' 
report; seconded; carried.  
Carillon— voters have previously authorized the com-
mittee to complete the contract to purchase the new 
carillon if it is satisfactory. Committee has been experi-
menting with volume and settings to achieve optimum 
performance before finalizing the purchase. 
Finance Committee— Marvin Toft will look into 
setting up a finance committee to oversee the various 
congregational funds.
